Rules of the Dig

Parficipants must bbe wearing an approved Dig
wristband in order 1o paricipate.

Participants must have their Dig ficket

Participants may not use any spoon and/or any
digging tool in place of or in addifion to the

spoon provided by United Cerebral Palsy.

Digging (with hands or feet) is not permiftted

Only females 16 and older are allowed to dig

Only those with wristbands are allowed in the Dig
zone.

No pushing or shoving of fellow participants (if
found doing so, you will be asked to leave the field)
In the event that a paricipant digs up a prize,

the participant must hold the item in the air until

a “field judge” arrives.

Participants that dig up a prize must leave the

dirt area affer seeing the “field judge.” To re-enter
the dig zone, said participant must purchase a $10
re-entry ticket (field judges will have these).
Numlbered ping pong balls will be buried in place
of prizes (with exception of the Goldstein’s diamond
rnQ). They will be no further than 3-4 inches under
the dirt.
