As I write
this, we are still
waiting for the
final outcomes
of the Missouri
legislative
session, which
addressed
funding for

services for individuals with
disabilities. 

In our last newsletter, I
mentioned that major discussions
had been taking place regarding the
state budget and Medicaid, the state
and federal health insurance
program for the poor and people
with disabilities.  These discussions
primarily involved eligibility, levels of
care, ancillary services and cost to
continue these services.  We now
know that in each of these critical
areas changes are being
implemented.

As advocates for individuals with
disabilities we are concerned that
many individuals, including those
people who live at or below the
federal poverty level, will be losing
some or all of their benefits.  We
know that dental, vision, hearing and
ambulance services are no longer
available even for individuals who
may still receive some benefits.  For
many people, physical, occupational
and speech therapy will be curtailed
along with batteries to power their
wheelchairs.  Co-payments may be

To the consumers who rely on them,
the computers in the Computer Lab and
Education Classroom are wonderful.
But you might view them as old.

“In reality, they’re both,” says Training
Coordinator, Dave Powell.  “Part of the
problem is the amount of use they
receive.  From 9:00 am until 2:30 pm
each day, our computers are in use
running educational software and
serving as communication devices that
connect our consumers to the world at
large.  That’s great, but technology has
changed significantly since these
computers were first put into service.”

“Today’s systems have a great deal of
accessibility built into them.  The Mini
Mac by Apple, for example, would meet
many of our consumers educational and
word processing needs,” Powell says. 

“Of course, the challenge is funding.
Each Mini Mac runs about $500 as do
the 19-inch flat screen monitors that
would help our consumers with vision
difficulties.  Add to those numbers 
the cost of Intellikeys keyboards, 
Discover switches and Penny & Giles
trackballs.  Total replacement of 18
machines will cost approximately
$25,000, “ Powell says.

Over the next several months, we will
have a better understanding of the
impact these changes will have on
individuals with disabilities and their
overall quality of life.  As we learn
more, we will certainly share our
understanding with you.

As in
the past, we will continue to promote
the benefits derived from providing
inclusive community services,
advancing each person’s self-worth,
and supporting and advocating for
adequate and appropriate services that
allow individuals with disabilities to
achieve their greatest level of
independence.

“Everyone who advocated on
behalf of Missouri’s youngest citizens
with special needs should take great
pride in knowing that the First Steps
program will continue.  The passing of
Senate Bill 500 helps to ensure that the

First Steps program
remains responsive to
the needs of children
and fiscally responsible
to taxpayers.  Requiring
families to pay what
they can for services,
as little as $5 per
month in some cases,
also encourages family
partnership.  Provisions

also still exist for those families who
cannot afford to pay at all,” says Brown.  

The First Steps program helps to
ensure that children with delays and
conditions such as autism, Down
Syndrome, spina bifida, cerebral palsy,
blindness and hearing loss receive 
early intervention, improving their 
ability to succeed in life.

On June 24, 2005 after months of 
controversy and advocacy, Missouri
Senate Bill 500 was signed into law by
Governor Matt Blunt.  The bill, which
was sponsored by Senate President
Pro Tem, Michael Gibbons, establishes
co-pays for  the First Steps
program, Missouri’s early
intervention, assessment and
referral program for children birth
to age three who show signs of
significant delayed development.  

Prior to signing the bill,
Governor Blunt had proposed
significant cuts and modifications
to the First Steps program, a
suggestion that was met quickly with
public outcry and parent advocacy.  

Among those families writing letters
and talking with legislators were the
parents of Marvin, pictured above.
Marvin and his family receive support
from First Steps and special instruction
from Claire Brown, UCP’s Director of
Early Intervention.
