Executive Director’'s Message: Planning for the Future

On May 21st, UCP’s Board of
Directors and lead management staff
participated in a full-day strategic plan-
ning session to establish goals and
objectives for the coming year and
beyond.

Although numerous and challenging
issues face organizations supporting
individuals with disabilities, we believe
we have identified three key areas
where UCP can achieve positive and
measurable outcomes given our avail-
able resources. Anyone who may be
interested in supporting our efforts in
these three key areas or others is
encouraged to contact our association.

Staff recruitment and retention : UCP
will continue to explore creative ways
to recruit qualified employees to sup-
port the needs of our consumers and
their respective programs. Nationally,
there is a significant shortage of indi-
viduals who choose to make their
careers in human services. This crisis
is impacting the disability community as
well as people of age. Studies show
that this situation will significantly
increase over the next 20-plus years
as “baby boomers” age. Comparable
supports are needed by both popula-
tions.

Community Integration Helps UCP Consumers To

Experience St. Louis Attractions And Learn

“When Debbie first began visiting
the Art Museum she would pull her
chair up close to the artwork ignoring
the viewing lines posted on the floor,"
says Shari Clay, Adult Activity Program
Director. “She also would travel in
ways contrary to safe traffic patterns.
For example, she would get off the van
and take the shortest route to the build-
ing or back up her chair without check-
ing to see if other visitors were behind
her. Today, as part of her Community
Integration experience, Debbie’s work-
ing to improve her travel skills and
appreciate the artwork from the
recommended viewing distance.”

New Skills

“The main goal of Community
Integration,” Clays says, “is to provide
one-to-one individualized training
based on a person's program plan.”

In addition to visiting St. Louis
attractions, Community Integration par-
ticipants also work on using community
resources such as libraries, banks and
dry cleaners, and giving back to the
community through volunteerism.

“One of our greatest challenges
remains our budget,” says Clay.
“Donations of parking passes, gift cer-
tificates and entrance fees help
tremendously.”

more critical for us to diligently monitor

any and all proposed changes that may

occur in these areas.

Individuals with disabilities remain
one of the largest unemployed and
underemployed segments of our socie-
ty, which further impacts their ability to
procure health insurance and medical
services. Issues related to transporta-
tion, housing, budget appropriations,
unfunded mandates and more will
require us to be a voice in the legisla-
tive process to help assure that all
sides of these vital issues are present-
ed fairly. A Legislative Committee has
been established to help support this
goal.

Funding: The cost of providing servic-
es and supports continually increases.
Insurance, utilities, labor, gasoline,
food, health and safety issues, staff
training and facility maintenance are
just a few of the vital elements in pro-
viding quality care.

Many organizations have not had
increases in their contracted reim-
bursement rates for more than 10
years. These organizations have had
to find more creative ways of raising
additional revenue, cut their services or
go out of business. The ability of organ-
izations to attract new donors or
increase their existing donor's level of
giving in an already highly competitive
environment is a great challenge. We
are very grateful to our friends and
donors who help us to fund important
programs in times of need.

We will continue to closely monitor
our precious resources and assure that
we use them in the most prudent man-
ner. We will also remain extremely
mindful of the impact on our consumers
and their families should services need
to be reduced or eliminated. And, we
will continue to work in partnership with
our consumers, families, donors and
friends who support and
encourage us year after year. 3
