6 out of 10 people with CP have normal or superior intelligence.

The incidence and prevalence of Cerebral Palsy is rising world wide, there are new
treatments that must be tested to improve function and decrease the disability
caused by CP. These include medications, regenerative techniques, physical and
cognitive therapies, robotics, functional neuromuscular stimulation, bio-feedback
and more.
