ü UCP made it possible for 55 individuals with disabilities to own their own computer and receive personalized training 
 

ü UCP responded to 318 information and referral requests either by phone or Internet 
 

ü 21 children with disabilities and their families participated in our first-ever bowling league.  They enjoyed learning 

the sport of bowling with their family and friends, enjoyed bowling t-shirts, ribbons, and a pizza party
