The Mission Statement of United Cerebral Palsy of Central Minnesota is to enrich the quality of life for persons
with cerebral palsy and other disabilities.

I had an opportunity to attend the annual United Cerebral Palsy Association conference in Orlando, Florida in April
and it is always great to come back with fresh ideas and new opportunities. UCP is embarking on a new project
called Big Sky. The purpose of Big Sky is to think forward and to spark and ignite a broad initiative to raise public
awareness that things still are not right for people with disabilities. While progress has been made, there is still
much to do. Big Sky is about raising awareness about the challenges preventing many people with disabilities from
achieving the highest quality of life possible. We know things aren’t right when:

= People with disabilities are twice as likely to drop out of high school

= Only 35% of people with disabilities are employed full or even part-time

= Three times as many people with disabilities live in poverty

= People with disabilities are much less likely to socialize, eat out, or attend religious services than

their non-disabled counterparts

UCP has made this commitment because we have a network of committed, knowledgeable and motivated people to
make this a far-reaching, effective movement. The power of UCP comes from the one million Americans with
disabilities we serve through our nationwide affiliate network, our Research & Educational Foundation, and the
tens of thousands of lives touched every day by our UCP affiliates around the country.

Locally, UCP-CM touches the lives of people with disabilities and their families through our Assistive Technology
programs, Financial Assistance grants for Equipment and Scholarships for Students, Information, Referral & Public
Education, and our desire to serve individuals and families in the best way possible. We co-sponsor workshops of
interest, an annual Halloween Party for children with disabilities and their families; an Adaptive Bike & Rec Fair;
and a bowling league for children with disabilities.

I recently had the pleasure of attending the 90" birthday party for Eva Cook. Eva was the first teacher for students
with cerebral palsy when the Campus Lab School opened in 1954. At our UCP 50" anniversary, we honored Eva
for her success in teaching students with cerebral palsy to lead independent and successful lives. This school was
the first opportunity for many of these students to learn in a classroom and at the celebration, they told stories about
their experiences in the classroom with Eva and how much she meant to them. Happy Birthday, Eva and thanks for
everything you have done to help students learn.
